Student Eligibility and Criteria

· Applicants must be rising juniors or seniors.
· Applicants must meet all discipline standards outlined in Ambassador Constitution.

Grade Point Average 

· The Ambassador selection process is competitive. You must set yourself apart in a positive way on your typed application. Though academic performance is only ten percent, it historically determines who makes the cut.  Points for GPA will be assessed as follows:

Ambassador Constitution

The Brookwood Ambassadors are the official hosts and hostesses of the school and represent the faculty, student body, and community.  Being selected as a Brookwood Ambassador is one of the highest honors attained at Brookwood High.  Traditionally, this group of juniors and seniors is selected and awarded many of the other top honors at the school.  By passing the grueling selection process, you are expected to promote a high standard of character and demonstrate effective leadership skills.

Conduct that will REMOVE you or make you INELIGIBLE to try out…

1. Any offense resulting in ISI or suspension during this or the previous school year. 
2. Any offense resulting in ISI or suspension WHILE serving as an ambassador.  
3. Any conduct unbecoming, included, but not limited to, inappropriate pictures on any type of social media (Facebook, twitter, Instagram, etc.), alcohol, drugs, or trouble with the law
4.   You must maintain a “C” average
5.  Failure to follow attendance procedures as listed below will result in dismissal from the   Ambassador program.

· Attendance at major events is MANDATORY!! The only excused absences would include a school related event or a sickness with a doctor’s excuse.

Major Ambassador Events may include but are not limited to Schedule Pick-up, Freshmen Orientation, Fall Open House, the Eighth-Grade Tour, Awards Day, and Graduation. Events may be added at the sponsors’ discretion.  


Uniforms
Purchase of the Ambassador uniform is MANDATORY.  The uniform consists of…
1. Ambassador t-shirt
2. MALES:  Black sportcoat, white button down dress shirt, crimson tie (can have a pattern) khaki dress pants, black belt and dress shoes
