Course Description: This course includes an expanded study of polynomial functions, conic sections, logarithmic and exponential equations, and real-life applications of these topics. Students are challenged to defend and support their conclusions from problematic situations. Working in both individual and group settings, students apply a variety of problem-solving strategies, incorporating the use of graphing calculators or other technological tools that extend beyond the traditional tools. The workload for this course requires students to work at an accelerated pace. Only students who plan to take AP Calculus should enroll in this course. Students receive 0.5 extra quality points for successfully completing this class. Students must take the comprehensive course final exam to receive weighted credit.
