School Responsibilities

Brookwood Elementary School will:
1. Provide high-quality curriculum and instruction in a supportive and effective learning environment that enables the participating children to meet the State’s student academic achievement standards as follows:

Brookwood Elementary will provide 360 minutes of instruction daily.  Curriculum will be researched based in all content areas and follow the Alabama Course of Study, Alabama Literacy Act (K-3) and the College and Career Ready Standards.  We will also provide an environment conducive to learning and working together.  Brookwood Elementary will ensure that instructional time is protected with only emergency interruptions. Students that may require additional instructional assistance will be referred to the Problem-Solving Team when deemed appropriate.  Brookwood Elementary will incorporate Zones of Regulation for students with targeted support for students who need behavioral/emotional support. All students will receive lessons through P.A.W.S. and the school will continue to work with Samford University’s HOPE Institute to build character. 
2. Hold parent-teacher conferences (at least annually in elementary schools) during which this compact will be discussed as it relates to the individual child’s achievement.  

Specifically, those conferences will be held:  Parent/Teacher conferences will be held in September/October of the school-year with conferences held all year as needed at the requests of teachers and/or parents. Parents are also invited to Problem Solving Team meetings (PST) on an as needed basis to address student progress and concerns.  Conferences may be held in-person or virtually to increase the level of involvement between the school and parents.
3. Provide parents with frequent reports on their children’s progress.  

Specifically, the school will provide reports as follows: Parents receive progress reports at 4 ½ week intervals as well as report cards quarterly (9 week grading period).  All classroom teachers send home communication folders/binders with pertinent information about homework, grades, and behavior on a daily basis.  The communication may also include individualized data that is carried home by the student each afternoon and brought with them to school each morning.  
4. Provide parents reasonable access to staff.  

Specifically, staff will be available for consultation with parents as follows: Teachers/Administration are available before school from 7:30 – 7:45am and after school until 3:15pm unless other arrangements are made between parent and teacher. Teachers are also available during their planning period to consult with parents. Planning time is scheduled during PE/Resource time for students.  Appointments for conferences should be set up at least the 24 hours in advance.  Parents can also email teachers/administration as well as call and set up a scheduled appointment.  Classroom teachers will also set up an online communication source such as “Remind” and/or “Bloomz” in order to send information out to parents electronically. Conferences with teachers and/or administrators will be by appointment only to preserve the integrity of instruction and order.
5. Provide parents opportunities to volunteer and participate in their child’s class, and to observe classroom activities, as follows:

Parents are always welcome at Brookwood Elementary.  They may volunteer by contacting the school office at (205)342-2668.  Volunteers are required to attend an orientation which is offered once in the fall and again in the winter.  Parents are encouraged to come and have lunch with their child.  In addition, parents are welcome to attend field trips at the discretion of the teacher(s). Parents may request to observe in their child’s classroom by following the guidelines in the TCSS policy on student observations.  If chaperoning field trips or volunteering at school, background clearance is required.  Depending on the nature of the trip and supervisory responsibilities of chaperoning parents, a fee of $15.00 may be required to complete a full background check.  
6. Ensure regular two-way, meaningful communication between family members and school staff, and to the extent practicable, in a language that family members can understand.

These tools will also be utilized in conjunction with our district Welcome Center and the ESL staff to translate information into native languages for students and families in need of this service.

Parent Responsibilities
We, as parents, will support our children’s learning in the following ways:
· Review communication folder daily with students.

· Ensuring my child attends school EVERY DAY ON TIME (8am).
· Expecting my child to be a leader by following P.A.W.S. (Practice Responsibility, Act Respectfully, Work Together, Show Love and Kindness)
· Ensuring my child receives an adequate amount of sleep (research supports 10 hours for elementary age students)

· Monitoring the age restrictions and amount of television/ video games my child watches or plays.

· Volunteering in school whenever possible.

· Participating, as appropriate, in decisions relating to my children’s education.
· Promoting positive use of my child’s extracurricular time.
· Staying informed about my child’s education and communicating with my child’s teacher or the school by promptly reading all notices from the school or the school district either received by my child or by mail and responding, as appropriate. This includes participating in conferences either in person, virtually or by phone.

· Serving, to the extent possible, on advisory groups, such as Title I advisory and parental involvement committees.
· Reading with or listening to my child read at least 3 times per week for 20 minutes.

· Ensuring my child follows school/class procedures.

· Being mindful of and monitoring the use of social media and gaming applications (i.e. Facebook, Twitter, Instagram, YouTube, Fortnite, Among Us, Tik Tok, Snap Chat, etc.)

· If chaperoning field trips or volunteering at school, background clearance is required.  A fee of $15.00 may be necessary for a full background check.
