Sociology is a social science that studies human society and social behavior by observing the interaction of individuals and groups.
PREREQUISITES AND STANDARDS:  To succeed in Sociology, each student must be able to perform the following essential functions:

     1) Participate in small cooperative learning groups    
     2) Read graphs, charts and maps

     3) Communicate in written and oral forms using standard grammar and correct spelling      
     4) Make group presentations and debates before class

     5) Interpret audio-visual material
    MATERIALS AND TEXT:  Each student must have and bring to class each day the following materials:

      1) Pen (preferably blue or black) and pencil

      2) Paper

      3) Textbook:  None will be issued; textbooks will be left in class under the assigned desk.  
PAPERS, PROJECTS AND TESTS:  It is expected that each student will complete at least one research project during the each 9 weeks. Each unit will be followed by a major test. The majority of major grades will be short essays. Quizzes will also be given (including pop quizzes). Each 9 weeks Exam will count 20% of your 9 weeks grade.  There will be a comprehensive semester exam unless you are exempt (see exemption policy in Student/Parent Info. Guide).
ACTIVITIES:  Class discussions will be essential to our analysis of the subject matter.  Students will be encouraged to share their perspectives on issues discussed in order to see many views of society. News articles and essays will be used to study social problems, trends, and issues.  Movies and documentaries will be used to illustrate theories and concepts studied in class.  


Each first day of the week, a L.I.F.E session will be held.  This is not a graded activity but a chance for each student to share Loving, Inspirational, & Fun, Expressions.  The goal of this is to learn more about yourself and those around you in a way that will hopefully better prepare you for life.
GRADING:  The grading system used in this class will be one of a total points system.  For example:



Quiz 1:  16/20
Quiz 2:  25/30
Test 1:  85/100

TOTAL:  126/150  = 84%, B

LATE & NO NAME ASSIGNMENTS:  During the 1st 9 weeks period, late assignments will be accepted for half credit and every effort will be made to remedy any nameless papers with no penalty. However after the 1st 9 weeks any late assignments and nameless papers will not be accepted and the grades for each will be 0. 

PROGRESS REPORTS:  These will be sent home for parent signature at mid point through the 9 week term.
MAKE-UP POLICY:  If a student misses an assignment or test and is excused from the absence, the student is responsible for contacting the teacher to arrange to make-up the missed assignment.  The student will have two days after returning to school to make-up the assignment. Refer to the STUDENT/PARENT INFORMATION GUIDE.
RULES OF THE CLASSROOM:

· Under no circumstances will food, drinks, gum or candy be allowed in this classroom.  Bottled water is allowed. After the first warning, a 2nd violation will result in a disciplinary referral to a principal.
