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Summer Camp Rales and Procedures- Please keep this page for your records.

Camp will begin on Monday, June 3rd, 2024 and will continue thru Wednesday, July 24th, 2024. We WILL be
closed July 4th & 5t for Independence Day.

Day Camp opens at 6:45 am and closes at 5:45 pm. A late fee of $10.00 will be charged for each five minute
interval that your child is here beyond this time. If your child is picked up late 3 times, they WILL NOT be able to
return to camp.

Campers should be dropped off and picked up at the school lunchroom. Campers will be checked in as they enter
the building. An authorized adult, listed on the registration form, must sign the camper out each day. Any changes
to your pick up list, must be done in person by a parent/guardian.

All Campers must be at camp by 8:00 am on field trip days. Otherwise, the student will not be able to attend camp
that day.

All campers must pay a non-refundable $75 registration fee by Friday, April 26th or $95 fee after this date.
Registrations will not be taken after May 17th. The fee includes 1 camp t-shirt. Camp shirts will be worn on field trip
days. Additional shirts are available for $10.00 each. The other portion of the registration fee will be used to
purchase camp supplies.

Tuition payments must be PREPAID on FRIDAY before the week that care is needed. Payments will ONLY be accepted
in the mornings due to deposit procedures. Charges will be added to your account on Monday. All payments including tuition
and field trips are non-refundable and non-transferable. CREDITS WILL NOT BE GIVEN for days and/or field trips missed at
camp after payment is made.

Part Time Camper rates are.for students who attend 1 to 2 days of camp per week. Full Time Camper rates are for students
who attend camp 3 or more days per week. We realize that schedules can change frequently during the summer, so you do
not have to commit to being a Full Time Camper for the whole summer. This can be decided on a week-by-week basis.
Students who attend Summer Learning provided by LVES will be charged a reduced rate for camp- see directors.

During the month of June, breakfast and lunch will be provided free. In July, students will need to bring their own lunch. Camp
cannot refrigerate or heat up any personal items. Please be sure your child's items have a cooling pack especially when
sending lunch for a field trip.

Most field trips will cost an additional fee of $10 per child per trip. **Larger trips such as the Vulcan Park will cost more. Field
trips must be PREPAID at least ONE WEEK PRIOR to the trip. Please specify what trip(s) are being paid for in the FOR line
of your check along with the student's name. A field trip schedule will be available at the mandatory mesting in May before
camp begins. Care will NOT be provided for those choosing to not attend the scheduled field trip.

We will eat snack twice a day, in the morning and afternoon. Parents can provide a snack from home or children can buy a
snack through camp. Snacks will include chips, cookies, fruit snacks, Slim Jims, pickies, candy, juice and for water. If your
child has allergies, please be sure to indicate them on the registration form. We recommend sending $10 per child per week
for snacks. We will keep it in a secure pouch for them to pull from. Snack payments must be made in CASH.

Al personal possessions, including gaming systems, I-pads, efc, should be LABELED WITH THE CAMPER'S NAME. Each
camper should bring a backpack to keep their belongings in throughout the day. Camp IS NOT responsible for any lost, stolen
or damaged property. Students not using devices in an appropriate manner will not be allowed to keep them at camp.
Students will be given a specific time to play their devices. Please send an extra set of clothes to be kept in your child’s
backpack just in case they are needed.

We will be outside a lot during camp. Camp does NOT provide sunscreen or bug spray, but does recommend that your child
use them. You must provide aerosol spray for both of these concerns. Either spray should be applied before your child arrives
at school. They can re-apply as needed. Remember to label your child’s items!
