PURPOSE: The Honors U.S. History 10 course is designed to provide students with the analytical skills and factual knowledge necessary to understand and deal critically with our nation’s history.  The course prepares students for the 11th grade AP U.S. History course. College Board’s AP Program enables willing and academically prepared students to pursue college-level studies and earn college credit while still in high school. Taking AP courses demonstrates to college admission officers that students have sought the most challenging curriculum available to them, and research indicates that students who score a 3 or higher on an AP Exam typically experience greater academic success in college and those that take the class are 75% more likely to earn a college degree than non-AP students. 

       In our Honors class we will pursue the acquisition of learning skills necessary for the AP U.S. History, such as interpreting and evaluating primary sources through document based question exercises, exercising historical thinking/reasoning skills, analyzing historical thematic trends and writing AP level essays. 
PREREQUISITES AND STANDARDS:  To succeed in this class, each student must be able to:

     1) Participate in small cooperative learning groups 

     2) Read Text and listen to teacher

     3) Take accurate and useful notes

     4) Read graphs, charts and maps

     5) Communicate in written and oral forms using standard grammar and correct spelling 

     6) Complete homework and class assignments

     7) Interpret audio-visual material
     8) Make group presentations and debates before class

     9) Understand and respond in written and oral forms to critical thinking questions
    10) Use higher order thinking skills to write essays and analyze primary documents
MATERIALS AND TEXT:  Each student must bring to class each day, unless told otherwise, the following:

     1) Pen (preferably blue or black on essays) and pencil (especially on test days)                            
                                  2) Primary Text: The American Vision – issued in class



*All Virtual and Remote learners will receive digital access to textbooks and other readings

                           3) Supplemental Text: America through the Eyes of its People, Volume 1 – issued in class               
SCHOOLOGY: This is an online class platform that we will be used for Remote learners but also occasionally by everyone in class. 
EDMODO: usernames should be your first and last name, not nicknames or initials.  Assignments are to be posted directly through Edmodo or in a word document and then submitted through Edmodo. If technical issue arise you may post the assignment by email within the due date and time. If I am unable to open the files in some incompatible format then the grade will be zero.

       NOTEBOOK:  It is recommended that you keep a notebook in order to better prepare for class assessments. However there will not be a notebook check or notebook test grade. Notebooks should include the class syllabus, Course of Study Objectives, Essay Writing instructional sheets, class notes, study guide questions, charts and maps, etc... 

TESTS, ESSAYS, PAPERS, & QUIZZES:  Each chapter of the primary text will be followed by a major test which will usually include a short essay. Chapter tests will count 100 points and essays 30 - 100 points. Possibly five to eight tests will be given during a nine-week period. Tests will generally consist of a multiple-choice, true-false, matching, and short answer sections. Quizzes will also be given (including pop quizzes). 9 Weeks Exams will also be given and each will count about 10% of your 9 weeks grade. There will be at least one 3 - 5 page typed essay paper assigned during the semester. There will be a comprehensive end of course exam unless you are exempt. However, to get the .5 bump in your class GPA you must take the final exam. If you are exempt and take the exam, you do have the option to drop your exam grade if you so choose. The exam will count 20% of your final course grade.
MAKE-UP TESTS:  Makeups will be given before or after school. Also you may take a make-up test during my prep which is 5th period. You must schedule this with me at my beforehand. If excused, you will have 2 days to make this up after the date of your excuse or it will become a 0 grade.
LATE & NO NAME ASSIGNMENTS:  During the 1st 9 weeks period, late assignments will be accepted for half credit and every effort will be made to remedy any nameless papers with no penalty. However after the 1st 9 weeks any late assignments and nameless papers will not be accepted and the grades for each will be 0. 

PROGRESS REPORTS:   Progress reports will be sent home to parents during the 4th or 5th week of each term.  These are to be returned to the teacher signed by your parent.  Always verify that your grades on the progress report or INOW matches the grades on your actual assignments.
HONOR CODE:   Students will obey an honor code of never cheating and being responsible for their own work and grade. Any student caught cheating on any assignment or test or any student helping a cheater will receive swift and equal punishment.  Violations of the honor code pledge will result in a zero for the assignment, and possibly a disciplinary referral to the office for action consistent with the school system policy on cheating.  Examples of violations of this policy include (but are not limited to) giving or receiving help on any in-class or take-home assignment, test, essay, or quiz, plagiarism of material on take-home essays, and discussion of any quiz, test, or essay questions with students who have not yet completed that assignment.

GRADING:  The grading system used in this class will be one of a total points system.  For example:



Quiz 1:  16/20
Quiz 2:  25/30
Test 1:  85/100

TOTAL:  126/150 = 84%, B


MAKE-UP POLICY:  If a student misses an assignment or test and is excused from the absence, the student is responsible for contacting the teacher to arrange to make-up the missed assignment.  The student will have two days after turning in an excuse to make-up the assignment. If unexcused or suspended, you will receive a zero for any missed work.
RULES OF THE CLASSROOM:
